ORDINANCE NO.   1472         (2009)
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF SEA ISLE CITY, CHAPTER 28 ENTITLED “PLANNING AND ZONING FEES” AND CHAPTER 30-2.2 ENTITLED “EXCEPTIONS TO REQUIREMENTS” TO PROVIDE FOR A REASONABLE TAX MAP FEE AND CHANGE SITE PLAN WAIVER REQUIREMENTS

WHEREAS this ordinance is made under the municipal land use law and general Police power of the City of Sea Isle City;

WHEREAS the administration recommends the changes made herein;

WHEREAS the City of Sea Isle City determines it is in the best interest of the citizens that the users pay for the cost of adding lots to the tax map and that a fee of $100.00 is deemed reasonable;

WHEREAS the City of Sea Isle City deems it in the best interest of its citizens that food establishments have site plan waiver under appropriate circumstance;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Sea Isle City, County of Cape May and State of New Jersey as follows:


SECTION I.  Chapter 28 Section 4.9 of the Revised General Ordinances of the City of Sea Isle City, is hereby amended to add this section entitled “Tax Map Maintenance Fees” as follows:
ADDED SECTION:


28-4.9
Tax Map Maintenance Fees:
Prior to final approval, an applicant for Minor or Major Subdivision and/or Minor or Major Site Plan, including but not limited to any application that creates moves or changes any lot line or lines, shall pay a Tax Map Maintenance fee of $100.00 to the City of Sea Isle City for each newly described lot and/or each new lot created.


SECTION II.  Chapter 30 Section 2.2 of the Revised General Ordinances of the City of Sea Isle City, is hereby amended to delete this section entitled “Exceptions to Requirements” and replace as follows:
DELETED SECTION:

30-2.2    Exceptions to Requirements.

a.    The following developmental activities shall not require or be subject to the requirements for site plan approval:

1.     Single-family and two-family (duplex) principal and accessory residential uses where such uses are permitted uses and no prior existing site plan is in effect.

2.     Construction of a parking area for less than three (3) vehicles.

3.     A proposed use permitted as of right under applicable zoning districts, except when the proposed use involves any type of food service, including restaurant and take-out food service, or any establishment open for the sale of alcoholic beverages.

4.     A proposed use involving no change in the existing approved use that is within the same zone.

5.     A proposed use involving a change in use from one permitted use to another permitted use within the same zone, except when the proposed use involves any type of food service, including restaurant and take-out food service, or any establishment open for the sale of alcoholic beverages.

6.     Any undertaking which involves any normal maintenance or replacement, such as a new roof, painting, new siding, or similar activity.

b.    All applicants who meet one of the exemptions noted above must receive a waiver from site plan approval from the Zoning Officer. All applicants shall submit a written application for exemption to the Zoning Officer of the City of Sea Isle City for his or her review. The Zoning Officer, upon receipt of said written application, may either accept or deny the application. Any waiver granted herein is limited to the exemptions listed in subsection 30-2.2.

c.    Any change in intensity, increase in floor area ratios, existing circulation, drainage, building arrangements, landscaping, buffering, lighting, trash and recyclables, fire safety, noise, creation of additional parking, will necessitate a site plan review.


d.    Nothing contained herein shall be intended or is intended to permit any use to be created which is nonconforming or to permit any nonconforming structures or conditions to be expanded without first obtaining all other necessary governmental approvals, including, but not limited to variance relief.

REPLACEMENT SECTION:

30-2.2    Exceptions to Requirements.

a    The following developmental activities may be granted a waiver from site plan approval, consistent with the zoning officer’s authority herein;


     1
Single-family and two-family (duplex) principal and accessory residential uses where such uses are permitted uses and no prior existing site plan is in effect.

2
Construction of a parking area for less than three (3) vehicles.

3
A proposed use or change in use permitted as of right under applicable zoning districts, except when the proposed use involves any establishment open for the sale of alcoholic beverages.

4
A proposed use involving no change in the permitted uses that is within the same zone.

5
Any undertaking, which involves any normal maintenance or replacement, such as a new roof, painting, new siding, or similar activity.

6
 New and/or replacement signs conforming to the sign ordinance chapter 26 section 28 and/or signs consistent with a prior site plan approval or variance approval.


b. 
All applicants who meet one of the exemptions noted above must receive a waiver from site plan approval from the Zoning Officer. All applicants shall submit a written application for exemption to the Zoning Officer of the City of Sea Isle City for his or her review. The Zoning Officer, upon receipt of said written application, may either accept or deny the application. Any waiver granted herein is limited to the exemptions listed in subsection 30-2.2.

c.
Any change in intensity, increase in floor area ratios, existing circulation, drainage, building arrangements, landscaping, buffering, lighting, trash and recyclables, fire safety, noise, creation of additional parking, will necessitate a site plan review.


d. 
Nothing contained herein shall be intended or is intended to permit any use to be created which is nonconforming or to permit any nonconforming structures or conditions to be expanded without first obtaining all other necessary governmental approvals, including, but not limited to variance relief.

SECTION III.  Severability.  If for any reason any section of this Ordinance 
shall be declared illegal by any Court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining section of 
the Ordinance shall remaining full force and effect notwithstanding. 

SECTION VI.  Repealer.  Any Ordinance or provision thereof inconsistent with 
this Ordinance is hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency. 

SECTION V.  Publication.  This Ordinance shall take effect immediately  
upon the adoption and publication in accordance with the law.
